Never double slams when you are on lead (or not)

Playing with Nancy Sachs has been a great learning experience for me.  Some of my old partners used to say: “Never put cards in your partner’s hand – they never have them.”  I believe that this game is impossible without visualization.  Mike Lawrence calls it shell analysis – assess your hand based on partner’s likely hand and what your cards are worth in that context.  
But I digress – this hand is really about never doubling an opponent’s slam contract.  Just the other night, a pair had given us two zeroes in three boards when this hand came up:

Tired of being pushed on two boards out of three, I took a wild stab at 6 Diamonds.  It is not a terrible bid since it is cold opposite Qxx, AKx Qx KQxxx; virtually all holdings with 5 clubs in partner’s hand guarantee it with the diamond Q;  without the diamond queen, a finesse looks OK.  Of course partner could have a nightmare KQJx, Jxx, Qxx, KQJ and you are down 3 before you start (or even after that!).  But look at it this way – on the current layout 6D is down 1 on a heart lead but so is 3NT!!  West, looking at 11 points and AK of hearts, could not contain himself and doubled, persuading his partner to lead a club instead of a natural heart.  When the diamond finesse won and East discarded a heart on the third diamond and a spade on the fourth, I knew I was home -- +1540 instead of -100 in 3 NT!  The discussion with West was intriguing – his pointless double gave partner the wrong information; he maintained that he knew the contract would not be 6D at other tables – all the more reason not to double since all it will do is confuse partner and result in no new match point advantage!

Vulnerable versus not, you pick up J9xx, AKTx, AQTxx, ---, and open 1D.  The rest of the auction takes a curious turn when you hear 3C by partner (limit raise or better in diamonds), double on your right, and over your 3H partner bids 6 NT, which is doubled on your right.  Without the double, 3H would show a heart key card (stopper) and deny a spade stopper, but with the double you don’t have an agreement.  You know the diamond fit is huge and partner has something in clubs and spades.  But partner does not know about your club void!  You would bid exactly the same way with Kxx, AKxx, Axx, xxx, so partner has a source of tricks in diamonds.  Further, partner could easily have AKx, x, KQxxxxx, KQxx, making 7D a near certainty and 6NT has no play at all.  Here was the auction at our table and the hand:

South paid dearly for the double as it marked the only line of play for 7D to make!  First N led the club J.  Ruff, a diamond to the 9, club ruff, a diamond to the J, club ruff, spade to the A, and the run of diamonds left S in the uncomfortable position of pitching the spade K or baring the hearts.  Meanwhile, the point penalty was only 2430 points since I really have no information to go by and would pass 6NT.  It does make double dummy without a heart lead as discarding on seven diamonds puts too much pressure on South. I guess S solved their lead problem.

The only purpose of slam doubles was summarized neatly by Ted Lightner – what a last name for something as electrifying!

BECOMING A BRIDGE EXPERT - PART 3
by Fred Pollack

Ethics:  
You must be extremely ethical.  Do not even consider taking an action that could possibly be influenced by a hesitation or a body signal.  Also, you must bid and play in tempo.  Let’s give an example of an unethical play that would be overlooked by most players.

You lead a low card from KJ9x against a notrump contract;  dummy has xxx.  Now partner hesitates and follows suit.  Of course, partner has at least one more diamond, so you can continue diamonds safely.  To continue diamonds in such a situation is terribly unethical since you are using partner’s bad tempo to your advantage.

Judgment and Strategy:

You must learn the basic differences between matchpoint and imp scoring.  

The strategy of imp scoring is pretty simple:  bid them (the games) and then make them.  Bidding them is easy.  Making them is the tough part.  

Most players play a lot more matchpoints than imps.  At matchpoints, every trick lost is very costly.  It’s a very demanding game with an incredible amount of strategy.  The successful matchpoint players are typically conservative and love plus scores.  The famous author Al Roth once said:  “Give me plus scores, any plus scores.”  

Good judgment can’t be taught.   Good judgment is acquired through experience and by admitting you are not always right.  I am always amazed that some people actually think they play perfectly.   A French world champion was once quoted as being happy if he made only one mistake per hand.  Experts are notably hard on themselves and they think they are hopeless.  Experts typically go over hands in detail and try to learn from their mistakes.  And if you still think you play perfectly, try reading Killing Defense at Bridge by Kelsey and let the most difficult bridge book ever written humble you.

Final thoughts:

Bridge is a game of intangibles.  Factors like concentration, desire, and partnership skills are very important.  How many times did you revoke in the last two years?  If it’s more than two, your concentration is not what is should be.  Being a good partner and a good teammate is extremely important.  In addition to being supportive to your partner and your teammates, one thing to not do is try to win everything on your own.  Give your partner and teammates a chance to influence the results!  

People ask me all the time to compare chess and bridge.  There is no question in my mind that chess is a much more difficult game than bridge.  World-class chess players win by being brilliant and have an incredible degree of concentration.  One major mistake in a chess game means you lose.  These guys are absolute geniuses.

World-class bridge players are not geniuses by any stretch of the imagination and they make an incredible amount of horrible mistakes!  Bridge is a game of mistakes and the good players simply win by making fewer mistakes than their opponents.  It’s just amazing to me how well you can do just sitting in your chair and playing a steady game.  Most good results don’t come from brilliant plays but from the opponents’ stupidity.  The most attractive aspect of bridge is that you can beat the top players on a good day.  Anything can happen on a board or even in a seven-board match.  That’s not true in chess.  The chess world champion, Garry Kasparov, could give me a rook and knight advantage and would still destroy me.  
Of course, in the long run you are as likely to beat the top bridge players as you are to beat Michael Jordan in a game of one-on-one.  Still you should play up and try to beat the best. It’s the only way to learn.  Some experiences will be painful, but in the end, it’s all worth it.  The two events that stand out in my mind in my bridge career are finishing in the top 16 in the 1994 Rosenblum Cup and taking over the #7 seed in the 1992 Spingold.  I did not come close to winning either of those events, but it’s memorable to me because the competition was so strong.  It’s now your turn to create you own memorable moments!
