Last year the CBA lost one of its loyal members to cancer.  Jon Spinner contributed generously to our Capital Fund when we were establishing the Bridge Center.  He considered bridge as “food for the mind” and one of life’s necessities.  Fortunately Jon was able to enjoy many days of good bridge here at the Center while fighting his illness.  Jon’s wife, Sandy, asked that contributions in his memory be sent to the Bridge Center and the Board voted unanimously to use his Memorial Fund to dedicate the CBA Library.

The Jon Spinner Memorial Library was dedicated on August 18 and several new books have been purchased.  Profits from the sale of the Entertainment Books each year will also be used from now on to improve the library and keep it current.  New books purchased are posted on the bulletin board next to the Director’s desk.  You will find these new books along with other excellent bridge books arranged alphabetically by author in the book cases.  Watch for the next Library News Poster which will feature the books that are recommended by our resident bridge expert, Amitabh Raturi.

The Library Committee members are: Dorothy Gard, Mary Segal, Steve Megerle, Jane Burpee, and Alex Pappas.  The library will be open before and after games when a Library Committee member is present.  When a committee member is not available, ask the director for the key.  Be sure to sign both cards in the book with your name, phone number, and date. I Remember Jon Spinner

Jon Spinner was my bridge partner every Friday for over five years.  For four of those years he was battling cancer.  Sometimes taking chemotherapy from a flask hooked to his belt while we played.
He was always upbeat, greeting the East-West players who came to our table, joking and full of fun.  He was especially forgiving when I made mistakes.

I remember once I opened one no-trump; he answered “two clubs;” I said “two diamonds;” and he said “four diamonds.”  I was so confused I passed and we got a zero because the field was in six diamonds, making.  After that we played a new convention called “ASBAF.”  I recommend it to all new players.  It means: 
 “All Strange Bids Are Forcing.”

In August, 2002, Jon called me from a hospital saying he couldn’t play the next Friday.  Then he asked me 
if I was free for ten days in October.  I said, “Yes,” and he offered me a free cruise with bridge expert Larry Cohen.  He had booked the cruise but didn’t think he could make it.  A month later, Jon lost his battle with cancer.

Marian and I went on the cruise and met Larry Cohen.  He had already heard of Jon’s passing.  

He took out a spare copy of his notes, opened the fly leaf and wrote:

“To Sandy,



I heard the story and extend to you my condolences.  It’s a wonderful 
thing that your husband did to “donate” the bridge cruise.  

I hope you take up bridge and that we meet some day.

CBA Bridge Center Ladder

Rather than diving into WHAT the CBA Bridge Center Ladder is, I would like to start with WHY.  Most people who play duplicate like to know how they are doing compared to other players.  We already get micro level feedback from the percentage in each game.  At the macro level, ACBL keeps track of total masterpoints and various milestones.  The ladder is designed to rank local players based on week in week out play at CBA and encourage regular play.

The concept (conceived by Jerry Fink) is reasonably simple.  Each open game at CBA Bridge Center (Monday eve, Tues morn, Tues eve, Wed eve, Thurs morn, Fri aft, Sat aft) are added to the ladder.   Within each direction (NS – EW) the pairs are ranked by percentage.  If a pair finishes ahead of another pair with a higher ladder rank, they move up the ladder to a point just ahead of the pair they beat.  An example may make this easier to understand.

DaVinci, Picasso and Matisse don’t change positions since they did not finish above anyone previously ranked above them.  Renoir and Gaugin move up since both of them finished ahead of DaVinci.  This process is repeated for each direction of each game during the week.

Since one of the purposes of the ladder is to encourage play at the club, at the end of each week, the rank of pairs that did NOT play are reduced by 16%.  If a pair played in even one game during the week, their rank is not affected.  Again, an example may help.  We will assume that the example session shown above was the Saturday game (last of the week).  The no play adjustment is done to calculate the final standings for the week.

The ladder reports posted at the Center come in two parts.  The first is the ladder ranking itself.  This lists all pairs in descending order from top to bottom.  An individual can appear on the ladder multiple times since the rankings are for pairs. To help find your name, there is also a “Names” list.  This is sorted alphabetically, but the sort is based on the name as it appears in the computer – first name first.  I have to look for my name in the “Ps” for Potter rather than in the “Os” for Orr.

OK, if you have read this far, you are ready for the last piece.  The ladder has a year to date feature too.  Each week after the no play adjustments, each pair that did play during the week has their end of week ranking added to their year to date total.  In the example above, Gaugin, Renoir, DaVinci, Matisse and Picasso have the end of week rank added to their YTD total.   Cezanne and Monet get no additional YTD points this week.

Third, West bids a meek 4S; 5D is clearly a more descriptive call suggesting slam. Fourth, North denies spade defense with 5H.  This confirms to EW that NS do not have defensive values.  Having found extra offense due to the heart void, 5S by East seems reasonable – probably the only reasonable action in this entire auction.  Now South finds the extra heart in his hand. Finally, with a 6S bid, West clearly is shooting in the dark.  He does not know whether partner’s actions were driven to push the opponents to a 6H phantom save (Jxx, KQx, xxx, xxx) or (QJxxx, Qxx, x, Qxxx), or if it promised the offensive potential that they do have. After all this, EW get an undeserved above average score on this deal.   The final double by North is the nail in NS’s coffin.  The elephant came charging too late.

THE LADIES’ JOURNEY IN LONG BEACH

     You will find no bridge hand in this article.   No complicated bidding theories or squeezes.  This article is about a special group of ladies and their journey at the Nationals in Long Beach.  It all started in April when Sis Gleisinger, Susan Westerling, Tonette de Angelis and Jeanne Weyers won the GNT Flight C at the district level.  Sis and Susan wanted to attend the National Final in Long Beach California in Mid-July.  Tonette and Jeanne did not want to go.  Patti English was quickly added as a third player.  Patti, Susan and Sis all want to learn everything about the game.  Their interest is great to see.  In addition, they all have plenty of talent.  In the mean time, Patti and Sis had asked me to coach them in preparation for Long Beach.  I immediately accepted.  You see, I had been waiting for such an opportunity for a long time.  
     During my years on the Canadian national team, I was coached by Eric Kokish who is by far the number one bidding theoretician in the world.  I always have been fascinated with bidding theory.  And bidding was what the team needed to work on.  Improving declarer play and defense is a long process.  This can’t be done overnight.  But bidding can be improved in a few short lessons.   
     Sue Hermans was added as a fourth and the team was set.  She was a very good addition to the team.   Sue is a naturally gifted card player and brings some needed intensity at the table.  We started to work mostly on competitive bidding and met three or four times a week.  These ladies worked hard.  At first, they had to get over the fact that you must open a hand like S:AQJ10xx H:Jxxx D:xx C:x with 2 spades.  Yes, you have a side 4-card major but your hand screams spades.  Their bidding improved by leaps and bounds before Long Beach.  We also worked on defensive agreements, which are incredibly important.  We had a few conference calls when I was in Las Vegas and the team was ready to go to Long Beach.  Sue and Susan would play together.  Patti and Sis would form the other pair.  

     I met with the team in Long beach on Wednesday, July 16.  You have to understand one thing about non-life master events at Nationals.  They are much stronger events than a typical Flight C event.   They resemble more a strong Flight B regional event.  A lot of rubber bridge players have played for 30 or 40 years and are not life masters.  A lot of foreign-born players, usually from Asia and Eastern Europe, play in those events.  The team was at a disadvantage in terms of experience.   I hoped that our strength in the bidding would compensate.  The team started in a 64-board 3-way with two survivors.  The team was not leading in either match until the final comparison.  They won one match and advanced.  In the round of 16, they played a California team.  Down at the half, they came back to win relatively easily.  Down to the last 8 teams!  In the Quarterfinals, the ladies were up by a small margin at the half against a team of experienced Polish players from Chicago.  It was not meant to be.  The Chicago team came back and won.  They played in the weekend KO following the GNT and destroyed the opposition.  
     What a tournament and journey!  Our unit should be very proud of these ladies.  Coaching them was so much fun.  I have played in many important bridge events, but I felt more nervous watching from the sidelines than I ever did playing.  Coaching is more fun than playing, but it’s so hard to not be able to directly influence the results!  Playing is much easier.  They all took me to a nice dinner and gave me the nicest card.   What a nice final touch to an already memorable week.
